The Eleusian Mysteries

Eleusinian Mysteries (Greek: 'EAcvoivia MuoTthpia) was the name of the mysteries of the city
Eleusis. The name of the city Eleusis is Pre-Greek, and may be related with the name of the
goddess Eileithyia, but this is debated.[8] The ancient Greek word "mystery" (uvoThPIOV)
means "mystery or secret rite" [?] and is related with the verb mued (uvéw), which means
initiation into the mysteries,[10] and the noun mustés (ULoTNG), which means one
initiafed.[11] The word mustikds (uLoTIKOC) means "connected with the mysteries"”, or
"private, secret” (as in Modern Greek).[12]

EXECUTIVE ORDER: PROTECTING THE NATION

FROM FOREIGN TERRORIST ENTRY INTO THE UNITED
STATES

» Sec. 10. Transparency and Data Collection. (a) To be more fransparent with the American
people, and to more effectively implement policies and practices that serve the national
interest, the Secretary of Homeland Security, in consultation with the Attorney General, shall,
consistent with applicable law and national security, collect and make publicly available
within 180 days, and every 180 days thereafter:

= (i) information regarding the number of foreign nationals in the United States who have
been charged with terrorism-related offenses while in the United States; convicted of
tepforism-related offenses while in the United States; or removed from the United States based
terrorism-related activity, affiliation, or material support to a terrorism-related organization,
r any other national security reasons since the date of this order or the last reporting period,
whichever is later;
