(a) It must be a protoplasmic poison, a poison that ultimately causes the by Custance

death of cells, and therefore the death of the body.

(b) It must have a more immediate short range effect, such that a perceptive
individual would very quickly observe its effects in others or in himself. It might
be expected that the effect would in some way heighten awareness of one's own
body.

(c) It must be obtainable from a fruit that is otherwise good for food and
pleasant to look at.

(d) It must produce an effect that is inheritable. If I am interpreting the
circumstances in Genesis correctly, the inheritable effect should be male
sex-linked.

(e) It must have a detrimental effect not merely on the body but also on
behaviour, contributing as a consequence to man's moral, not simply to his
physical, deterioration.

(f) It must be potent in very small quantities, and ought to be capable of
being neutralized in its physical effects but not in its moral effects, by some
plant extract such as might have been derived from the Tree of Life.
